Centre.

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Meet the Team 

A few practical guidelines 

 

¶ We can admit a maximum of three children per 

adult. 

¶ There are many activities for your child/children 

to be involved in, so encourage them to take part, 

but please keep an eye on them. Each adult is          

responsible for the child/ children they bring. 

¶ Do not leave anything valuable in your pushchair 

or pram, and keep your bags & valuables in your 

sight at all times. 

¶ Parents must register their child when they first 

start coming to the group and register attendance 

at each session thereafter. 

¶ We reserve the right to exclude unruly children. 

¶ We reserve the right to turn people away if the 

hall has reached its “health & safety” capacity.  

¶ Smoking is not allowed anywhere on the      

premises. 

Fire safety 

In the unlikely event of the fire alarm sounding    

during your visit, evacuate the building as quickly as 

possible in an orderly manner using the    nearest 

fire exit and proceed to the assembly point on the 

far footpath of Greenfield Close, across the road, 

opposite the entrance to the car park. 

People in the main hall should leave via the  

nearest fire exit door (provided it is not               

compromised by fire). There are three double-door 

fire exits.  

People in the lounge may leave via the dedicated 

local fire exit door (provided it is not  

compromised by fire). 

People with mobility impairment, the elderly and 

young children should leave via any of the three 

main hall escape routes or, if appropriate, the 

lounge dedicated local fire exit door. The service  

passageways  between the main hall and the rear 

stair lobby  fire exit door should be avoided.  

Wheelchair users must leave via one the three main 

hall fire exit doors when using the ground floor 

(other escape routes are not wide enough for 

wheelchairs).  

You are responsible for the children you have 

brought with you, and will be expected to lead them 

to safety out of the building as quickly as  

possible. Do not make any attempt to collect any 

personal belongings on the way out. Do not    return 

to the building for any reason until authorised to do 

so. 

Pushchairs 

As you can imagine, while the group is running, we 

tend to have a lot of pushchairs ‘parked’ in the    

foyer.  We need to keep all fire exits clear in case of 

an emergency, so if you bring a pushchair with you, 

please keep the entrances clear.   
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
